3. Available gaming – Project in Denmark. Which games are available, and how can they be adapted. They are doing a project around mainstream games and have chosen Playstation and PC as platforms.
a. Wishes to share experiences in the group. The group has some experience with blind students playing Fortnite and visually impaired playing Minecraft, and some other games.
b. Norway has experience with audio games, which are games made for the blind. The students also appreciate such games.
c. Statped (Norway) will translate some of it from Ballyland to Norwegian.
d. Game-Controllers that are available are mostly about motor skills, and not so much about visual impairments.
